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Abstract

The purpose of this study is to 1) study the basic information, necessity, and

Students, to be effective according to the 80/80 standard; 3) study the results of using
the Critical Reading Model for Basic Thai Language Subject by Using Metacognitive
Strategies and Flipped Classroom Concept for Matayomsuksa 1 Students; 4) study the
results of evaluating the Critical Reading Model for Basic Thai Language Subject by
Using Metacognitive Strategies and Flipped Classroom Concept for Matayomsuksa 1
Students, evaluated by experts. The samples of this study were 36 Matayomsuksa 1/1
Students, during the first semester of 2021 academic year, Muangpol Pittayakaom
School, underjurisidiction of Khon Kaen Provincial Administrative Organization,
Department of Local Administration, Ministry of Interior. , obtained by cluster random
sampling. The research instruments were: the instruments using for trying out
including: 1) 10 learning management plans, 2) four multiple choices, 40 items of
Learning Achievement Test, 3) four multiple choices, 20 items of critical reading tests,
and 4) 16 items of Questionnaire of student’s satisfaction towards the model. The
guantitative data were analyzed by mean (X), standard deviation (S.D.), and t-test
dependent. The qualitative data were analyzed by content analysis.

The objectives of this research were to;

2. The Development of the Critical Reading Model for Basic Thai Language
Subject by Using Metacognitive Strategies and Flipped Classroom Concept for
Matayomsuksa 1 Students consists of 5 components;, 1) Principle 2) Objective
3) Content 4) Methodology 5) Evaluation which Methodology component consisted of
4 steps: (1) organize (O) that step at home learning, (2) Support (S) (3) Train (T) (4)
Evaluate (E) that step in classroom and The Efficiency of model (Ei/E,), was =
81.40/82.21

3. Result of Using the Critical Reading Model for Basic Thai Language Subject by
Using Metacognitive Strategies and Flipped Classroom Concept for Matayomsuksa 1
Students, found that;

3.1 Result of learning achievement of Matayomsuksa 1 Students
obtaining the Critical Reading Model for Basic Thai Language Subject by Using
Metacognitive Strategies and Flipped Classroom Concept for Matayomsuksa 1
Students, Students had higher posttest learning achievement than those of the pretest
at .05 significant level.

3.2 Result of Critical Reading of Matayomsuksa 1 Students obtaining the
Critical Reading Model for Basic Thai Language Subject by Using Metacognitive
Strategies and Flipped Classroom Concept for Matayomsuksa 1 Students, Students had
higher posttest Critical Reading than those of the pretest at .05 significant level.

3.3 The findings of studying in Matayomsuska 1 Students obtaining the
Critical Reading Model for Basic Thai Language Subject by Using Metacognitive
Strategies and Flipped Classroom Concept for Matayomsuksa 1 Students, found that,
in overall, the students’ satisfaction was in “the Highest” level.

4. Evaluation Result of the Critical Reading Model for Basic Thai Language
Subject by Using Metacognitive Strategies and Flipped Classroom Concept for
Matayomsuksa 1 Students was developed by the Researcher: found that overall
